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Income Guidelines 
 

Use the Chart below to determine if you meet 
the income guidelines.   
 

Your family’s total annual income before taxes 
must be below the maximum, and above the    
minimum, shown on the chart below. 
 

For example, if your family is comprised of 5     
people (including yourself), your family makes 
more than $14,650 and less than $36,500   
before taxes each year, you would meet the 
income guidelines.

What is A Brush with Kindness? 
 

A Brush with Kindness is a program of Cedar 
Valley Habitat for Humanity that helps     
homeowners living on a limited income to 
complete exterior home improvements. 
 

Volunteer teams work to improve the condition 
of homes by painting, landscaping, and      
performing minor exterior repairs at minimal 
cost to homeowners, who would be unable to 
complete home repairs on their own.  Able-
bodied homeowners are encouraged to work 
alongside the volunteers in a cooperative    
effort. 
 
 

How Does it Work? 
 

Supplies and skilled labor are offered to  
homeowners via no-profit, no-interest loans.  
These loans cover costs up to $1,500 with a 
second, forgivable loan bearing any additional 
costs.  The payments on these loans are put 
into a revolving Fund for Humanity to pay for 
other Habitat for Humanity projects.   
 
For those homeowners able to pay their pro-
jects up-front, they may receive 50% off the 
total cost. 
 

In addition to repayment, homeowners are  
expected to complete 25 hours of “Sweat    
Equity” working on Habitat for Humanity     
projects.  This is representative of the equity 
put into the project by the volunteers, and    
the partnership between the homeowner and 
Cedar Valley Habitat for Humanity. 

Am I Eligible?  
 

Applicants who wish to participate in A Brush with 
Kindness must: 

· Own and occupy a home in Linn County 
that is in need of basic exterior                
improvements. 

· Meet the Income Guidelines outlined in 
this brochure. 

· Be willing to partner with Cedar Valley 
Habitat to complete 25 hours of Sweat 
Equity. 

· Be unable to complete home repairs 
otherwise due to age, disability, or cir-
cumstance. 

· Possess, or be willing to acquire, current 
homeowner’s insurance. 

 

We recognize that circumstances may affect 
your eligibility.  Please call our office if you have 
any questions. 

How Do I Apply? 
 

Applications for A Brush with Kindness are 
available for download from our website, at 
www.cvhabitat.org.  To receive a hard copy of 
the application, please visit the Wellington 
House (392 15th St SE), or contact the  

Habitat office at 319-366-4485 and an         
application will be mailed to you. 
 

In order to complete the application, you will 
need to provide copies of the following items: 

· The last four pay stubs or other proof 
of income for each adult (18 years +) 
residing in the home. 

· Name, mailing address, and        
telephone number of your current 
employer. 

· Your most recent tax return. 
· Proof of child support and/or public 

assistance (SSI, Food Stamps, etc), 
if you receive them. 

· Proof of home ownership (this may 
include the Deed of Trust, or your 
most recent property tax receipt). 

· Proof of current homeowner’s       
insurance, or letter stating your intent 
to acquire insurance. 

This brochure is not an application.  We hope 
it will help you decide if you meet the criteria to 
apply for Cedar Valley Habitat for Humanity’s 
A Brush with Kindness program.  Please read 
it carefully.
